CCA Successfully Advocates for
Live/W ork FHA Financing

CCA has been leading the charge in removing roadblocks to
obtaining critical FHA-backed loans for live/work units in the
City. This week, the City Planning Commission (CPC)
unanimously approved an amendment to the Los Angeles
Municipal Code that would bring the local definition of live/work
in line with Federal Housing Administration (FHA) guidelines.

Up until now, FHA has been denying FHA-backed financing to
live/work units in Downtown, citing their own internal guidelines
that do not permit loans for units with over a certain percentage
of designated commercial use. As these loans - for up to
$625,000 with as little as 3 percent down - could provide a
critical lifeline to the ailing Downtown housing market, CCA has
been actively involved in this issue for over a year, facilitating
meetings with local FHA representatives, as well as
representatives from the Mayor's office, Planning and Housing
Departments, and Councilwoman Jan Perry's office to discuss
possible solutions.

The proposed amendment, which must still go through the
Council process for approval, presents an opportunity to
stimulate the local economy and provide more homeownership
opportunities. We thank Senior City Planner Alan Bell, and
Executive Member Con Howe, CityView for all of their
tremendous work on this issue.

CCA Forges W orkable Compromise
on City's Cultural Heritage
Ordinance; CPC Continues
Discussion

After hours of negotiation between property owners,
representatives from the Los Angeles Conservancy, and staff
from the Department of City Planning, CCA successfully
facilitated a compromise regarding the City's Cultural Heritage
Ordinance. The City is in the process of updating this ordinance,
which regulates the designation of significant Los Angeles
buildings and sites as Historic-Cultural Monuments (HCM), and
specifically outlines what HCM owners can or cannot do to their

property.

The original proposal was overburdensome on HCM property
owners with a demolition threshold that was too high, a new
designation criterion that was too broad, and control over interior
spaces that was too strict. The newest draft of the ordinance,
heard by the City Planning Commission (CPC) this week, is a
reflection of that compromise. Designation of interior spaces
was limited only to those areas that are accessible or visible by
the public, the demolition standard was eased, and property
owners are now permitted to submit relevant economic,
environmental, and technical feasibility information when
obtaining approval for rehabilitation work.

The CPC agreed with many of the provisions of the compromise,
but instructed staff to further analyze how the City can protect the
interior spaces of many single-family homes that have been built
