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CENTRAL CITY ASSOCIATION ENDORSES 
BALLOT MEASURES AND GREUEL FOR CONTROLLER 
Los Angeles (Oct. 3, 2008) – The Central City Association (CCA) of Los Angeles today announced it has endorsed two propositions and a bond measure on the Nov. 4 ballot, and Los Angeles City Councilmember Wendy Greuel for City Controller in the March 3, 2009 election.

The CCA executive committee voted to endorse Propositions 1A and 11, and Bond Measure J. 
Proposition 1A authorizes the sale of $9.95 billion in general obligation bonds to fund the construction of a high-speed passenger train system in California and finance capital improvements to existing passenger rail systems that expand capacity, improve safety and enable riders to connect to the high-speed train system. If approved by a simple majority of voters, construction could begin as early as 2011. 

· CCA supports the proposition as a means to link the major metropolitan areas of California and make travel to Downtown Los Angeles more efficient and economical, while reducing pollution.
Proposition 11 shifts the responsibility for developing the State Senate, Assembly and Board of Equalization redistricting plans from the Legislature to a new 14-member Citizens Redistricting Commission.  
· CCA supports the proposition as a means to help breakup partisan gridlock that has often prevented lawmakers from addressing the state’s most pressing issues. 

Measure J,  a $3.5 billion Los Angeles Community College District bond, would extend for five years a property tax assessment to fund various building projects. 
· CCA supports the measure because it will help the LACCD to train our workforce of tomorrow. 
Councilmember Wendy Greuel is running for City Controller unopposed. CCA has supported Councilmember Greuel since her first campaign for City Council. Prospectively, she will be a good watchdog and has worked diligently to increase efficiency and accountability at City Hall. CCA has always had a good working relationship with the councilmember and believes she will be an effective City Controller.
