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COUNCIL TO CONSIDER MOTION TO FREEZE PLANNING DEPARTMENT POSITIONS: 

FOLLOW UP

The LA City Council will consider and possibly act on a motion introduced by Council Member Ed Reyes that intends to freeze all hiring, terminations, promotions or filling of vacant positions in the Planning Department.  

Recently, the Director of Planning has announced his resignation from the department.  The Reyes motion states that due to this resignation and the departure of other key staff, the Planning Department is in “a vulnerable and pivitol state.”  Although we recognize that the Director of Planning leads the overall mission of the department, to contemplate suspending any and all staff moves until a new Director is selected is excessive.       

We have learned from Council Member Reyes that he will be referring the motion to the Planning and Land Use Committee (PLUM), which he chairs.  In addition, Deputy Mayor Renata Simril has assured us that there will not be a vote however, she did say that members should, if possible, attend the meeting on Tuesday.
